The behaviour expected of ‘good neighbours’ is When you signed your Tenancy Agreement you
demonstrated through: agreed to not interfere with other's peace and quiet.

Breach Notices & Evictions

In serious or ongoing cases of anti-social behaviour, Anglicare NT may issue a Breach Notice to a Tenant.
Breaches may result in an application to NTCAT for a Noftice to Terminate a tenancy and eviction.
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
